Now with an 

exuberant, ñHere am I, send me!ò (Is. 6:8), and not even with a reluctant, 

ñOkay Lord, I guess I should go.ò  Called to speak, Jonah was silent.  

Called to arise, Jonah went down to Joppa.  Called to Nineveh, Jonah got 

on a boat bound for Tarshish!
