ñWho shall separate us from the love of Christ?  Shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or 
nakedness, or danger, or sword?  No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who 
loved us.  For I am sure that neither death nor life, nor angels nor rulers, not things present nor things to 
come, nor powers, nor height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from 

the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord. ò Romans 8:35, 37-39 

As I looked at my calendar this week and saw Friday, September 11, my mind immediately gravitated to the morning 
of September 11, 2001. I will never forget where I was, what I was doing, or how I felt at that moment when I turned 
on the TV and was made aware that terrorists had attacked the twin towers and hijacked a plane. My classes were 
canceled and I was sent home - for the first time in my life.  While that day nineteen years ago lives in my mind, I  
realize that our students were not even born yet on this significant date in American history. They only get to  
experience 9/11 by reading about it in a history book. Telling my kids about 9/11 reminds me of the stories I have 
heard from my Grandparents about the Great Depression, our parents about experiencing the polio epidemic, and 
the stories of World War II veterans. Living through challenges such as these is difficult, but I think God does some 
of His greatest work when we are experiencing the lowest points, or valleys, in our lives.  We learn lessons when we 
face great tests and obstacles - those are the times we have the greatest power to change the rest of our lives and 
the lives of the people we interact with. In those times, God calls us to step up to help each other, encourage each 
other, connect more with each other and pray for each other.  While September 11 was devastating and came with 
great loss, it also left our country stronger, better prepared for potential future attacks, and more unified than we 
were before. We watched heroes sacrifice their lives to save others, we saw strangers reaching out to help and  
support and pray for those who needed it most. I see a parallel in 2020 as COVID has turned our daily lives upside 
down. Our students and children will now have stories of their own to tell their children and grandchildren. They will 
talk about how they were sent home from school for months during this pandemic.   
 
When I reflect on our current state, God leads me to the lyrics of Hills and Valleys by Tauren Wells. Living through 
the COVID pandemic affects our daily life. For some, it is a challenge to provide, but for all of us, it has changed,  
limited or taken away our connections, our work, our choices and many of the freedoms we are used to enjoying. For 
those who feel like they are in a ñvalleyò of their lives right now, this song reminds us that God is always with us and 
that we are not alone in this valley, even though we are physically distanced. We WILL get through this - with a little 
extra kindness, patience, and love.  Like September 11, life will go on. When the pandemic fades, I hope you wonôt 
go back to normal. My hope is that we are better than  
before. God often tests us by taking away something  
valuable and replacing it with something priceless ... His 
presence. So while our social calendars are a little less full 
than before, hopefully we can make more time for our  
family and more time to connect with God and allow Him to 
do His work through us. He is always here and will always 
be with us every step of the way - through every ñvalleyò, so 
trust that He has a plan to bring us out of this valley.   
 
For now, please continue to do what you need to do to stay 
safe and keep each other safe. Keep your chin up and your 
eyes focused up on God.  This temporary challenge will  
allow us to better appreciate the joys that are yet to come. 
The ñmountainò is coming, so get ready for the climb - and 
when you get to the top, donôt forget to bow your head and 
thank the Lord for getting us there, better, stronger, more 
united, and closer to Him than ever before.
