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AS WE GATHER...Today’s Old Testament Reading should be read
last, for it is a call to rejoicing, at least for people of faith in Christ. The
guaranteed future includes “peace...like a river” (Isaiah 66:12), a
powerful and restful image. The Epistle, however is full of marching
orders for daily living and the warning, “let us not grow weary of doing
good” (Galatians 6:9). When the seventy-two (not just the twelve) went
out in the Gospel, we do not know how fearful they may have been,
but they returned triumphant and were congratulated by our Lord.
Because He has won the final battle for us, our worship today may
certainly focus on the peace that awaits us. It is an opportunity to
“shout for joy to God, all the earth” (Psalm 66:1)
